Studies uniformly support that a child has a limited window of opportunity for
easily and proficiently acquiring additional languages; the “window” shuts in
middle school, limiting the ease and likelihood of acquiring proficiency or fluency
in a foreign language. Specifically, they are capable of developing the intonation
and pronunciation of native speakers. So, if you're interested in exposing your
child to a foreign language, now is the time to act!

Class Enroliment:

Mandarin Chinese Language Enroliment Forms are accepted as complete if
signed, accompanied by payment, and delivered to Holy Shepherd Church office.
Classes are filled on a first-come, first served basis. Class cost is $350 for the
semester, with a 10% discount for early enroliment.

Refunds:

Once a child is enrolled, there will be a two week waiting period, where you may
receive a partial refund if your child drops the class. After these two weeks, class
fees are non-refundable. Classes may be canceled due to low registration, and
fee returned.

Behavior and Discipline:

Students are expected to behave respectiully, courteously and attentively to the
Instructor and to each other. Instructors will contact the parents of those students
who are not behaving appropriately to discuss remediai action. if a child is
disruptive or misbehaves, his/her parent will be contacted. A second disciplinary
action will require removal from the class without refund.

Students will be placed in class depending on age, grade, and previous
knowledge of Mandarin.
